A.  Create New Program




Effective Spring 2012
M.S., Orofacial Pain and Oral Medicine [32 units]
Based on existing 38-unit Certificate in Orofacial Pain and Oral Medicine
DISCUSSED AND DEFERRED.  In advance of the meeting, a set of five questions was sent to Dr. Glenn Clark, the faculty proposer.  He responded with a written answer to each question, and he attended the meeting.  These minutes are a combination of the responses (see below) and the discussions at the meeting.  

The subcommittee will not recommend approval of the program if the proposed new case presentations and capstone courses are not abcd courses which students enroll in starting from or close to the beginning of the program.  Dr. Clark indicated he would attempt to generate the required forms for an e-vote of the school’s curriculum committee, hopefully in time to submit by the end of this week.

There was discussion about the certificate program requiring more units than the proposed new Master’s.  The number of units for the Master’s was settled upon to compete more favorably with other Master’s degrees in the discipline.  Plans to drop the certificate appear to be in the developing stages, but they are not ready to do that yet.  The proposed new program includes research, although the level and opportunities for supervision may be challenging.
Dr. Clark learned this week that WASC accreditation involves some potential obstacles having to do with observation/fieldwork.  Susan Metros recommended that Dr. Clark wait to see how the university counsel handles this aspect.
Includes three new courses
1. OFPM 710ab Knowledge Assessment for OFPOM Residents (1-1)

Assessment and feedback summarizing knowledge base acquired in online courses. Recommended preparation: OFPM-702b, OFPM-703, OFPM-704, OFPM-705, OFPM-706, OFPM-707, and OFPM-721.  Open only to Master Students.  

2. OFPM 729 Capstone Project for OFPOM Residents (2)

Finalization, presentation and defense of the capstone research report. Open only to Master Students.  
3. OFPM 730 Case Portfolio Preparation by Online OFPOM Residents (2)
Presentation and defense of the portfolio of clinical cases. Open only to Master Students.  

Summary of concerns:

a. Two of the proposed new courses, OFPM 729, Capstone Project for OFPOM Residents (2 units) and OFPM 730, Case Portfolio Preparation by Online OFPOM Residents (2 units) require work and effort by the students prior to enrolling in the courses, almost from the very start of the program, but they do not enroll in these courses until their final term and the work is completed prior to that final term. We suggested making those courses into lower-unit, repeatable versions using the abcd model, which met with favor at first but when the proposals were resubmitted the these two courses were not changed. (Another approach would be to make each course a .5 unit, repeatable to a total of 2 units, course.)  

· Dr. Clark responded that the school is resubmitting these courses as 4-trimester courses at 0.5 unit each, graded IP-CR.  

b. Another potential problem with the OFPM 730 proposal is that there exists a course, OFPM 728, Case Presentations by OFP-OM Residents (2 units), which seems so similar to this course that we wonder if this one is necessary. According to the catalogue description, OFPM 728 seems to focus on one case, whereas this course focuses on many more, but other than that, we asked, are they the same? If they are the same course, OFPM 728 can simply be offered online, without the need to establish a new course.   There are questions also about the amount of clinic time for this course, especially the reduced clinic time during the last course session.

· Dr. Clark responded that the students in OFPM 728 prepare only 6 cases, under direct daily supervision from the faculty; while the students in proposed new OFPM 730 would prepare 18, and prepare an e-Portfolio, in addition to presenting the 18 cases. (Judy it may be wise to indicate that OFPM 730 duplicates credit in OFPM 728).

c. Requiring OFPM 702b but not OFPM 702a, is a concern; if it is actually possible to complete ‘b’ without having completed ‘a’ then perhaps it should not be an ‘ab’ course after all. The proposer states that it was designed so that in the ‘a’ section the ‘problem based learning’ technique is taught; this is the lens through which the students view/learn the material presented in the ‘b’ section; and the problem based learning strategy doesn’t lend itself to an online teaching modality. Plans to propose a new version of the a and b sections are in progress but (1) the program proposal can’t be approved with a promise of future course proposals, and (2) this course is also used in the on-campus certificate so it can’t be so easily adjusted without the ripple effect on the certificate. Of course, any kind of revision will not be effective until Fall 2012. 

· The school intends to drop OFPM 702ab and make them two individual courses that are not dependent on one another.  Dr. Clark may or may not be able to accomplish this by the end of this week, when the report must be submitted.

d. The department indicates there are future plans to propose another on-campus Master’s program using the existing certificate program as the basis, but the Master’s program currently under review is a program that should be designed to offer both on campus and online, and a new Master’s program with such a similar name is extremely unlikely to be approved.   Instead, this proposed  Master’s program would more logically replace the existing 38-unit certificate and it should be designed flexibly enough to accommodate both on-campus and off-campus student groups.  

· It is not now the school’s intent to make the existing certificate program into another Master’s program.  They do intend to revise the certificate to reduce the course didactic load from 38 to 32 units.  
e. One of the reviewers noticed there is no minimum GPA requirement for admission; that information has been requested.

· Dr. Clark is willing to specify the minimum GPA as 3.0 as long as he can include ‘or equivalent’ since some programs don’t assign letter grades, including international programs, from institutions that do not offer courses graded on a 4.0 scale.  

NOTE: After the meeting, no course forms were received to propose ‘abcd’ versions of the proposed new OFPM 729 and 730 courses, so the program and courses are to be sent back to the School of Dentistry.
