I.     DORNSIFE COLLEGE OF LETTERS ARTS & SCIENCES

        A.  Revise & Review Semester/Year program

Hebrew University of Jerusalem  (16-18 units spring, 31-33 units academic year)
>
Approved for 5 years
Students take courses at Hebrew University of Jerusalem (HUJ)'s Rothberg International School (RIS).  They take an Ulpan (intensive Hebrew) before the start of their first semester.  They also study Hebrew during the semester and take courses in English (over 120 are offered).  Students may also take courses in English or Hebrew at HUJ, but the schedule does not match RIS (it lasts longer).  Students live in a dorm.  The RIS Office of Student Activities arranges many extracurriculars, excursions, and internships, as well as orientation.  There is strict security.  Eight students have attend HUJ in the last three years.  The program was shuttered from Fall 2001-2006 due to security concerns.  In April 2010 OSP declined to approve the renewal of Hebrew University based on materials submitted in April 2010, due to negative student comments about academics at Rothberg International School.  OSP requested a faculty review.  These reviews were provided in spring 2011, and the Office of Overseas Studies suggested some changes in the program, including requiring that students take at least one course at Hebrew University (rather than all of them through RIS).  Units that can be earned depend on the mix of RIS and HUJ courses, since HUJ's semester is longer than RIS's. Maximum units:  spring only 16-18, Academic year 31-33.  (OSP has approved The College's request to close the program at Tel Aviv University.)  Chair comments:  The faculty comments were well received. Our strong hope is that more pre-program advising will guide students to the honors track. One faculty comment was that the RIS program was "as rigorous as each student chooses to make it." An important component of the student experience is the advising he or she receives. Based on past evaluations, OSP suggests more students enter the honors track.
        B. Review Semester Program

University College London (UCL) (Psychology, Neuroscience, Earth Sciences and Art History) (12 units fall, 15 units spring)
>
Approved for 3 years
Students in four specific College majors spend a semester at University College, London, and must take at least two courses for major credit.  Students may earn 12 units in fall (for 11-week semester), 15 units in spring (because of additional time for review and exams).  They enroll with British students and live in university housing.  Directed research courses are available in psychology (10 students have done this).  The Dornsife College's UK Resident Director provides an orientation, and several excursions in the UK.  UCL has 900 study abroad students, who may participate in UCL extracurricular activities.  UCL has an International Office and Study Abroad tutors.  Since Spring 2008 (when the program started), 50 students have attended, including 23 psychology majors, 13 neuroscience majors, and four art history majors.  Chair comments:  Most issues identified on evaluations can be addressed via advising. We hope students are directed into the more challenging courses.
        C.  Interim Review of Semester/Year Program

University of Sussex, Brighton, England (15 semester, 30 year)

Continuation of program approved.  In Fall 2007 OSP reviewed Sussex and approved it for 5 years but asked for an update, since attendance was dropping.  The Office of Overseas Studies provided information about more recent attendance, student evaluations, an on-site visit, and recommended fields of study.  Chair comment:  The update was informative and it seems the College is doing everything possible to offer a high quality program.

A. New International Summer Program

Undergrad Arts Internship in South Africa (JOUR 090x) (0 units)

Approved for one year
Undergraduate Journalism majors will spend 5 weeks in Grahamstown, South Africa, interning for 2 weeks in the newsroom of "Grocott's Mail" and then for 3 weeks for a daily arts newspaper, "Cue," covering the South African National Festival for the Arts.  They will be housed in dorms at Rhodes University, which will also provide on-site supervision.   They will enroll in the 0-unit course JOUR-090x.  The course will be taught mostly online, but Prof. Smith, who will be in Capetown with the graduate internship program, will visit the students 3-4 times over the course of the summer.  Chair comments:  Student feedback should address the second reviewer's concerns about cost.

Two new short trips—both SOWK 599 Global Immersion  

A. Amsterdam, SOWK 599: Global Immersion in Amsterdam: Intersectionality of Sexual Orientation, Gender and Ethnicity (4)

Approved for one year
Approved for one year (since course is a 599).  Two Global Immersion trips are planned, to Amsterdam, or to three cities in Europe. Each is "A short study abroad cultural immersion in Amsterdam [or Europe] addressing the intersectionality of sexual orientation, gender and ethnicity from a global perspective." Students will be abroad for 13 days.  There will be two pre-immersion sessions (shared for both trips) focused on health and safety and travel logistics, as well as theoretical frameworks for the course (may be done online).  The final assignment will be due one month after the immersion, and faculty will be available for consultation, though there will be no meetings.  The trips are open to undergrad or graduate students in any major as well as faculty, staff, and community leaders, but priority will be given to MSW students.  Approximately 20 students are expected on each trip.  One SOWK faculty member from USC will accompany both trips (the Europe trip immediately precedes the Amsterdam trip), and an additional, different, SOWK instructor will also accompany each trip.  Students will stay in hotels.  Assignments consist of journals, intercultural competency self-assessment, team presentations, and social problem analysis.  Similar trips were taken last year.  Chair comments:  Information provided to students is detailed and helpful. The course seems identical to the other SOWK 599 offered other than locations, although this is more an issue for the SOWK faculty. There are no OSP-related issues.
        B.  London, Brussels, and Amsterdam:  SOWK 599: Global Immersion in Europe: Intersectionality of Sexual Orientation, Gender and Ethnicity (4)

Chair comments:  Information provided to students is detailed and helpful.
