Approved for 3 years.
Program run by IES in New Delhi includes:  

--IES courses at IES Study Center (taught by Indian faculty) with Hindi language courses contracted with the East West Language Institute, and the option of courses at: 
 --Jawaharlal Nehru University (JNU)
 --Ramjas College at Delhi University (Fall semester only).  

Students earn 15-16 units (Hindi courses are 4 units, other courses are 3 units). Students live in the IES Residence or in a home stay.  Students are encouraged to participate in non-credit service learning opportunities. Several field trips are included.  A 2-week orientation includes a crash course in Hindi.  The language requirement of 2 semesters of Hindi will be phased in, and required of students who started USC in Fall 2009 or later.
Chair comment:  Program looks excellent.  Important that students be given all safety information.
