1.  MBA International Exchange Program summer program at WHU in Koblenz, Germany  (3 units)

· Approved for 1 year.

Marshall will suspend its MBA International Exchange Programs from Spring 2010-Spring 2011.  During 2010, they will revamp the IEP program and reassess their current partner school relationships.  However, the ISP in Koblenz, Germany is up for 3-year review and they wish to send students in SU09.  MBA students take a course on "The Changing Business Environment in Europe" (in English) at WHU (Wissenschaftliche Hochschule fur Unternehmensfuhrung) Business School and earn 3 USC units.  Students live in a hotel or private apartment.  WHU provides assistance in finding an internship after the course.

1. USC Annenberg International Journalism and Public Relations Summer Graduate Internship Programs:  Cape Town, Hong Kong, London
(4 units)

· Approved for 3 years.

Three-year review of graduate internships in Cape Town, Hong Kong, and London.  Also, revision of program from 6 to 4 units.  Students take either JOUR 532 or JOUR 542, each 3 units (depending on whether they are in Public Relations or Journalism), plus JOUR 545 (new 1-unit internship course previously approved by SSS).  Programs last from 9-11 weeks, depending on timing of excursions at that location.  Students have 8 weeks of internship.  USC faculty accompany students and hold weekly class meetings.  In preparation, students take JOUR 529 (2 units) during the spring. 

Chair comments:  Concern was expressed over the fact that the programs have used shared syllabi for JOUR 532 and 542.  Separate syllabi were requested and have been received for all three sites.  However, the syllabi only differ in that there are somewhat different assignments for the students in PR and in reporting.  The courses meet at the same time in the same place, which is against university policy.  The Annenberg School hopes to correct this situation in future years by creating one course to replace JOUR 532 and 542, which both groups of students will take.
