CURRICULUM REFORM PROPOSALS

3/7/06 UCCPC MINUTES:  NOT ON THE AGENDA, BUT DISCUSSED.  Provost Nikias produced a memo to academic deans asking them to provide Elizabeth Garrett’s office with a document outlining how each school conducts curriculum review, by March 31.  The first submissions will be provided for UCCPC review at the April meeting.

· 4/4/06 UCCPC MEETING: DEFERRED.  A subcommittee consisting of Ken Servis (chair), Tom Hollihan, Peter Beerel, Elizabeth Garrett, and Frances Fitzgerald was formed to review all the school submissions and make notes and recommendations about each one, to be reported on at the May UCCPC meeting.  All members of the UCCPC are asked to review and comment on the reports.  A few schools (Pharmacy, Cinema-TV, and OT/PT) had not yet responded; Beth Garrett indicated she would follow up to request these missing reports.  Once the school Curriculum Review Procedures are approved, they will be put up on the curriculum page of the faculty portal.  Asking schools to examine their own curriculum review processes appears to have encouraged the schools to write down their procedures and review carefully the procedures they follow.  While they are thinking about it now is a good time to ask pointed questions about various areas of concern.
· APPROVED, in its present form, the subcommittee report.  Latecomers will be evaluated by Ken Servis, Tom Cummings and Beth Garrett and if they are consistent with the existing ones, this group has the support of those present to approve them.  Each of the schools except Pharmacy and the Independent Health Professions (although Physical Therapy provided theirs by email just moments prior to this meeting) provided responses in time to be included in the report reviewed today. The processes described by the schools that provided reports were reviewed in advance of the meeting by a group of staff members (Frances Fitzgerald, Meredith Lewis, Robert Morley and Edwenna Werner), who prepared a spreadsheet for the faculty subcommittee’s use.  (This spreadsheet is not for public scrutiny or posting, but will be kept with the records of this meeting.)  The subcommittee consisted of Ken Servis (chair), Peter Beerel, Tom Hollihan, and Peter Starr.  The submissions were divided among the members, and they provided their feedback to Ken Servis, who provided a cover report.  Those present recommend that the provost thank the deans who responded, and give them feedback that asks them to fill in any minor points that may be missing.  A memo will be sent to academic deans advising them that the school submissions will be posted to the faculty portal and that they should submit any updates prior to posting.
