NOT ON THE AGENDA, BUT DISCUSSED
Hans Bozler commented that as he reviewed program revisions, he noted existing language in catalogue copy describing Master’s programs as a ’consolation prize’ for those who don’t complete the PhD.  Jean Morrison suggested that a subcommittee review such verbiage, and because it is noted in the College section of the catalogue, the committee recommends including representation from the College, as well as the Graduate School.
Ron Alkana raised a potentially problematic issue about departments dropping the capstone experience from existing master’s programs.
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
