V. DISCUSSION ITEM
A.   Cross-listing form

DISCUSSED AND APPROVED:  Developed by the Registrar at the request of the provost to more easily facilitate the cross-listing of courses.  The downside is that it is a static document, rather than the more dynamic online #301 form, because it was not possible to produce an online ‘cross-listing-only’ version of the #301 form without spending thousands of dollars in programmer time.  When deans send the proposed ‘cross-listing’ form to the Curriculum Coordination Office, a staff member will use the information on the form to complete the online #301 form, so that it will be entered into the Curriculum Office’s course database.  Concern was voiced that the addition of yet another form could be counterproductive in practice.  It is hoped that the curriculum management system currently in development will accommodate all kinds of course requests more efficiently, including cross-listing.
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
